


From the Executive Director’s Desk
Kari Knudson, BSC Foundation Executive Director and Vice President for College Advancement

As I reflect on the last year, I am very thankful for our 
wonderful donors, board members, alumni and employees 
working together to support BSC students. It is truly a team 
effort, and the positive results are contributing towards the 
success of BSC! 

Our net assets have grown to $66.2 million, which is an 
increase of $12.3 million over the prior year. The increase in 
donations for endowed scholarships and strong investment 
returns contributed towards the growth in assets. 

The ND Challenge Grant matching funds program has 
provided donors with an additional incentive to contribute 
towards scholarships. As a result, many donors have 
established endowed scholarships to create a permanent 
source of funding for BSC students. Since the beginning of 
the Challenge Grant Program in 2013, the BSC Foundation 
has received donations of over $12 million and has secured 
over $6 million in matching funds for an overall impact of $18 
million. 

The BSC Foundation provided $900,000 in scholarships and 
other student support and secured a grant from the National 
Science Foundation that provided $185,000 in scholarships 
to BSC students. In total, approximately $1.1 million in 
scholarships was awarded to nearly 900 BSC students. We 
are continuing to see critical needs for student support and 
will seek additional grants and other funding sources in the 
future. As you can see, your scholarship donations have 
helped so many students each year. We appreciate your 
generosity!

The BSC Foundation also contributed $2.3 million in 
grants and other support to BSC for student and employee 
recognition events, lab equipment, music and theater events, 
employee education and other items. 

The College Advancement grant writing team finished 
another fiscal year by successfully securing 31 grants from 
external sources worth over $5 million. Funding was provided 
to purchase equipment and other support for Geographic 

Information Systems (GIS), Unmanned Aerial Systems (UAS), 
Agriculture, Energy, Cybersecurity, Humanities and other 
programs, outreach for BSC programs and the start-up of an 
Electrician program at BSC. 

Groundbreaking for the new Bavendick Center took place 
in June. Construction is moving forward with an estimated 
completion in early 2026. The 80,000 square foot facility will 
accommodate the growth of BSC athletics and address issues 
within the Armory. 

Approximately 95% of the funds have been committed for 
the $40 million multi-purpose athletic facility. We are thankful 
to the Bavendick family for providing the lead gift for the 
capital campaign. Individual donors and companies have also 
stepped up to contribute to the project. Fundraising efforts 
will continue for the project in order to complete the goal by 
the end of 2025. 

I am grateful for the generous support of our donors and 
board members over many years. The BSC Foundation Board 
of Trustees have provided sage advice and guidance to our 
Foundation, which has helped pave the way for a bright 
future. 

The wonderful work of the BSC Foundation and College 
Advancement staff has resulted in many successful 
fundraising and other events during the year. I am inspired 
by their fantastic teamwork and enthusiasm in support of our 
students and BSC.

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Danette Welsh grew up as the fourth 
generation on a farm near the town of 
Woodworth, N.D. After graduating from 
high school with a class of five students, 
she attended college where she studied 
history, political science and music. With 
those degrees, she began a journey to 
where she is today. After college, she 
moved to Bismarck because she said 
she has always loved the community. “I 
worked a bunch of really strange jobs,” 
Danette said. “From a flooring store to Fort 
Lincoln to the circulation department at 
The Bismarck Tribune. Looking back, I can 
see that the collection 
of jobs all have one 
thing in common: they 
were public facing 
and helping people; 
relationship building.” 
To continue honing her 
skills, she returned to 
school and earned her 
master’s degree in public administration. 

In 2003, she interned with the legislature, 
and after the internship, Danette was 
employed by the Association of Counties 
to work for the secretary of state where 
she began working with county election 
officials implementing federal election 
policy. Danette attributes her time in 
communicating and relationship-building 
with the counties to her employment with 
ONEOK. She has been with the company for 
almost 12 years and is currently the Director 
of Government Relations for the northern 
region.

“The projects vary from day to day, but it is 
relationship building,” Danette said. “I work 
with our internal and external stakeholders. 
Externally, everybody from township to city 
to county to state government officials, 
both elected and appointed. I also manage 

government stakeholders’ relationships 
within the company, ensuring we know 
internally what’s expected of us—a kind of 
‘manager of messaging’—internally and 
externally.” Her relationship with Bismarck 
State College is connected to ONEOK 
and the growth of the company over the 
years. “We went from having just a handful 
of small gas processing plants to having 
a number of very large ones,” Danette 
said. “We grew our asset base and many 
of the employees were coming through 
BSC because of the quality of education 
and training and workforce preparation.” 

BSC works closely with ONEOK to offer 
programming and training for company 
employees with a curriculum designed for 
specific needs. These include process plant 
technology, mechanical maintenance and 
instrumentation and control.

Danette said her involvement with the BSC 
Foundation Board happened through a 
one-off situation when Executive Director, 
Kari Knudson, approached ONEOK about 
having someone on the board. “I’m the 
only one stationed in Bismarck,” Danette 
said. “So by default, they got stuck with 
me.” This year, Danette is serving as the 
BSC Foundation President. One of her goals 
has been to identify new members and 
bring diversity to the board. Her community 
outreach background and public-facing 
business sense support that goal. “One of 
the key things the board is responsible for 
is bringing new board members into BSC’s 

realm of influence, if you will—creating a 
larger sense of community awareness and 
involvement,” Danette said. “It is literally 
businesses who are benefiting from the work 
BSC is doing. They need to be at the table 
helping direct and giving their input into 
what their needs are so BSC knows what 
direction to head.”

Another focus for Danette and the BSC 
Foundation Board is growing scholarship 
dollars and attracting students to the 
disciplines needed in the workforce. Danette 
emphasized BSC offers career options that 

support the well-being 
of the community. 
“It’s taken me maybe 
longer than the average 
person to wrap my head 
around what polytechnic 
actually means,” 
Danette said, “and what 
it means for students. 

The idea that you can start from a certificate 
and work your way through to a four-year 
degree in a discipline—just gradually 
advancing your way through—is pretty 
amazing.” She said BSC offers the benefit of 
training while working in the industry, which 
can help students make the right career 
choice. “The visionary leadership at BSC 
has been phenomenal—seeing the demand 
before the demand becomes a critical 
need,” Danette said. “And the willingness 
and diversity of the donors is the driving 
force that allows the vision to happen. It is 
proof of an ever-growing recognition of the 
advantage of being at BSC and being in the 
polytechnic program.”

Century 
High School 
graduate 
Ben Berg 
enrolled at 
Bismarck State 
College. With 
aspirations 
to become a 
pharmacist, 
he planned 

to complete his general education courses and 
begin the pre-pharmacy program while playing 
baseball for the Mystics. Ben joined the BSC 
team with friends who had been part of his 
many youthful years of baseball. “We played 
summer ball growing up,” said Jaden Scott, the 
BSC head baseball coach. “We went to different 
high schools, but in the summer, we played ball 
together, from the time we were 11 to when we 
turned 18. Now we were teaming up to play 
college ball.”

Besides baseball, hunting was another of Ben’s 
passions his grandparents, Robert and Glenda 
Berg, shared. The family gathered at the farm 
during pheasant season for festivities that 
rivaled their Christmas celebrations. They made 
happy memories. Unfortunately, in October of 
the year Ben began his BSC college career, his 
dreams were cut short when he drowned in a 
tragic accident while duck hunting. The family 
had to accept living without their loved one. The 
Mystics had to learn how to play without their 
teammate, and play they did! The team, made 
up of nearly all North Dakota talent, dedicated 
their season to Ben going 33 and 13, winning 
the conference and region tournaments.

After his death, Robert and Glenda worked with 
the BSC Foundation to start a scholarship in 
Ben’s name. “It’s a gift that we shared in memory 

of our grandson, Benjamin,” Robert said. “We 
didn’t want to forget him,” Glenda added. “He 
was a very caring boy—a good young man.” 
Robert shared the story of the year when he 
played Santa for the family. Ben was only 3 or 4 
years old at the time. Thinking that he had made 
it through without anyone knowing, Robert was 
sitting in a chair in the living room when Ben 
jumped up onto his lap. Robert’s shirt pulled 
back a bit on the sleeve, and Ben looked down 
and said, “You know what, grandpa? Santa’s got 
a watch just like that.”

The Ben Berg scholarship is an endowed 
scholarship, so the interest will allow it to 
continue in perpetuity. Every year the fund 
provides scholarships for five athletes with 
a preference for Bismarck or Mandan 
students playing baseball for the Mystics. 
For such a young man and the only 
child of James and Carrie Berg, Ben 
impacted many in the community in 
which he grew up and called home. His 
memory remains alive as part of 
Sanford’s Ben Berg Baseball 
Academy and the annual Ben 
Berg Memorial Tournament 
through Bismarck Youth 
Baseball. 

On a global scale, Ben has 
even affected the life of a 
young man on the other 
side of the world. “The 
last couple of years, each 
of our teams have been 
doing gratitude projects,” 
BSC Director of Athletics, 
Myron Schulz, said. ”The 
gratitude project that 
baseball and softball have 
taken on is Christ the King, an 
orphanage in the Dominican 

Republic. They have an equipment drive to help 
collect baseball gear to send to the youth in the 
orphanage. “They love baseball down there— 
they use baseball as their outlet,” Myron said. 
Ben’s father James heard about the program 
and donated Ben’s catcher’s equipment. “So, 
we sent it down to the Dominican Republic, and 
they sent back photos of the young man that 
had worn the gear all year,” Myron continued. 
That same young man received a scholarship 
and will play college baseball in the United 
States. “It’s a big cycle,” Myron said, “and Ben’s 
gear helped somebody else.” 

Ben’s legacy will live on forever at Bismarck 
State College through the BB#13 Ben Berg 
Memorial Scholarship and the new Ben Berg 

Baseball/Softball Hitting Room in the 
upcoming remodel of the BSC Armory.

Mystic Lemonade Day

The Bismarck State College Foundation enjoyed another 
summer of successful fundraising events to support BSC 
students with scholarship opportunities.  

The BSC President’s Cup held its 29th annual event on June 
14, 2024, at Prairie West Golf Course in Mandan, N.D., raising 
more than $30,000 for student-athlete scholarships. The 
tournament sold out early with 38 teams registering for what 
turned out to be a picture-perfect summer day. Over $350,000 
has been raised for BSC Mystic athletes throughout its history.

In July, BSC hosted its annual President’s Run to visit Baker 
Boy in Dickinson, N.D. Participants learned about the current 
operations at Baker Boy and received a tour of the facility, 
which concluded with some delicious samples. Donations 
raised through the event assisted the BSC Foundation in 
providing scholarships to BSC students studying abroad 
through the Dr. Amy Juhala Memorial Scholarship. The BSC 
President’s Run has raised more than $115,000 throughout its 
17-year history.  

As part of the Bismarck Mandan Chamber EDC’s Lemonade Day, 
11 of BSC employees’ kids created the Mini Mystics Lemonade 
Stand to raise funds to support our BSC student food pantry. These 
young entrepreneurs and future leaders had to design, develop, and 
implement a lemonade stand, make products to sell, market it to get 
the word out, and select a charity to donate their hard-earned profits. 
The Mini Mystics had a goal to raise $500 to support our Mystics 
Magic Food Pantry. By the time their stand closed on Saturday, they 
raised over $1,600. The Mini Mystics then went shopping to purchase 
food and other items for the BSC pantry.

“I was not 
the typical 
straight out of 
high school 
student,” Mari 

said. “I actually had my son in November of the 
year I graduated from high school. Jaxon 
and I came to BSC together. Before 
he was even a year old, he was a BSC 
Mystic.” Her choice to come to BSC was 
prompted by her oldest sister who had 
gone through the laboratory technician 
program in the 80s. Mari decided to 
check it out and registered for the 
program.

“In the lab tech program, we had a 
phlebotomy class and had to draw 
blood,” Mari said. “I’m terrified 
of needles. I hate them. I hate the 
thought of getting a needle poked into my arm. 
But I thought, I want to teach this class. I think 
teaching this class would be the most absolute fun 
experience.” She graduated in December of 2005 
and started working at the hospital. At that time, 
the hospital and BSC had a partnership agreement 
of sending people to teach as part of the MLT 
program, so Mari got to teach that phlebotomy 
class. “I really, really wanted to teach,” Mari said. “I 
taught that before I came up here as the program 

director. It was a blast. I loved it. It was great for 
me too, because I was the phlebotomy supervisor, 
and I could hire the phlebotomists right out of the 
classroom. There are still a few [former students] 
who work at the hospital.”

In 2017 Mari completed her master’s degree 
and after earning her degree, she decided to go 
overseas with Sanford Go Global, which has clinics 
around the world. “My dad, who passed away 
the year before, was the kind of person that said 
‘nothing bad will happen if you stay home,’” Mari 
said. “But I had never gone anywhere—I’d never 
left the country, and then I thought I’m going to 

take a chance.” They sent her to Ghana because 
they needed help to standardize their labs. Mari 
spent 11 days in Ghana and said the experience 
will be with her forever. After she came back, Mari 
continued to work with them for about a year, 
helping to write their policies and to pass their 
inspection. “It’s kind of amazing the things you 
take for granted—like every patient there has a 
parasite because they have an open sewer system 
or explaining why you can’t use a needle to poke 

baby’s finger because you hit the bone and cause 
an infection,” Mari said. She has shared what she 
learned with students and has given talks in the lab 
community about her time in Ghana.

Mari is now the BSC Dean of Current and Emerging 
Technologies and serves on the BSC National 
Alumni Association board, which she said gives 
her the opportunity to help students. “Sometimes 
students come to my office because they’re in 
trouble or they need to drop out or they can’t find 
a ride to school,” Mari said. “I call and help them 
figure out how to get their car fixed—perhaps 
through the auto program on campus—or calling 

the BSC Foundation and asking if there is 
anything we can do for this student.” She 
stressed the importance of being part of 
the alumni association and the foundation 
and the power of donating because the 
resources go back to the students. It may 
be through Project Care, a program that 
directly helps students whether they can’t 
afford a textbook or need help getting to 
campus, or it may be a scholarship to help 
with tuition.

Mari explained that she had help going to 
college. She paid her own tuition, but her 

parents were able to help pay for rent and other 
things. “But I know from experience not every 
student has that relationship with their family, or 
their family’s not in the place to help them,” Mari 
said. “I have gone to four or five colleges other 
than BSC, but if someone asks me where I went 
to college, it’s BSC—my associate degree was 
the basis for everything I’ve done. Without that, I 
have no idea where Jaxon and I would be now.” 
And Mari’s ultimate goal would be to 100% help 
another person to have that opportunity.

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Kristen Kincaid’s journey has taken some 
twists and turns, but as soon as she started 
the mom-baby classes in the program, 
Kristen knew what kind of nurse she wanted 
to be. “Maybe I have more background than 
your traditional student because I’m not so 
young anymore,” Kristen began her story. 
“I grew up mostly in Indiana and graduated 
from high school in Richmond, Indiana.” She 
earned a bachelor’s degree in elementary 
education in 2003 and married John Kincaid 
during her senior year of college.

Their life together began by moving to 
multiple states while he pursued his doctor 
of philosophy degree in theology. Before 
they started their family, Kristen worked at 
a child abuse/neglect prevention agency in 
St. Louis. “When we started our family, I had 
the privilege of staying at home with them—
we have seven children— Natalie, Jack, 
Evelyn, Olivia, Gabi, Mary Grace and Paul.” 
In 2019, their family moved to Bismarck, and 
Kristen continued as a stay-at-home mom 
and homeschooled their children. 

They continued to homeschool until their 
youngest was born. “I enjoyed being a 
stay-at-home mom, but at the same time, I 
wanted to do something more, so I decided 
to go back to school for nursing because 
that’s something that I had always wanted 
to do.” Kristen explained that she originally 
chose elementary education because she 
didn’t feel confident about nursing. The 
choice evolved when two of their children 
had medical issues, including surgeries, and 
time was spent in the neonatal intensive care 
unit. It was the experience in the NICU that 
drew Kristen to her pursuit of the nursing 
degree. “I just remember being in my 
hospital room by myself with my husband 
but without a baby,” Kristen said. “It was 
almost 16 years ago now—my nurse came in 
at 3 in the morning to check on me, and she 
brought a wheelchair and said ‘We’re going 

to go see your son—I’m going to sneak you 
in tonight.’ That’s an example of a nurse 
recognizing the need for a mother to bond 
with her newborn, despite being separated. 
What a difference it makes when somebody 
thinks of those things. They’re not just doing 
their job—they’re thinking of the person that 
they’re caring for.” 

Kristen’s Bismarck State College journey 
to a nursing degree began in the fall of 
2021 when she enrolled to complete her 
prerequisites for the program. In 2022, 
she entered the licensed practical nursing 
program and in 2023 the registered nursing 
program. Kristen graduated in May 2024. 
“Having a large family, going back to 
school was hard 
but manageable,” 
Kristen shared. As 
a mom of seven 
and living on one 
income, Kristen 
and John were 
intentional about 
how they spent 
their money for 
school, daycare, 
and managing the 
children’s activities. 
While at BSC, 
Kristen received 
the 40 Et 8 Nursing 
Scholarship. 

Kristen recognized 
the capabilities 
of the nursing 
faculty at BSC and 
their approach to 
learning, asking 
questions and 
being hands-on 
to try things that 
may have been 
intimidating. As 

new graduates, they are prepared because 
of the foundation they received in the 
program. “It was a great program to be a 
part of, and I feel so grateful that I got my 
degree from BSC,” she said. In September 
of last year, Kristen applied for a position 
at the Sanford Family Birth Center. She 
accepted the position in October and 
began working after her graduation this 
past spring. Her dream of becoming a 
mom-baby nurse has come to fruition. “It 
was very motivating to know where I would 
be working—like a carrot dangling in front 
of me throughout the rest of my degree,” 
Kristen said. “I started on June 17, and I 
absolutely love it.”

He left BSC when the girls were growing 
up so that he was able to attend more of their 
sporting events.

Piper participated and excelled in softball, 
volleyball, basketball and track while attending 
Mandan High School. When it came time for 
college, BSC was the right fit. “I was always 
growing up around BSC—it was homey,” Piper 
said. “It just made sense for me to come here—
especially for volleyball and basketball. It was 
such a fun environment to me.” Piper graduated 
from Bismarck State College in May of this year, 
and along with her diploma, she is taking many 

memories of her time in Mystics sports. She played 
basketball for two years and volleyball during her 
second year.

“The coaches were super,” she said. “Kyle Kuether 
and Val, and I’ve known Thai Haggin for a long 
time because she was a gym teacher at Mandan 
when I was there—she’s always been around my 
life.” Assistant Director of Athletics, Thai Haggin, 
remembered Piper from when she was teaching 
in Mandan and continued to watch her grow at 
BSC. “I used to call her my little bulldog,” Haggin 
said. “She would go out there and give everything 
during the whole game—she played 40 minutes a 
game, and she never quit until that fourth quarter 
buzzer.”

Haggin shared that she appreciated not only 
Piper’s competitive edge, but also her dedication 
to the game and her leadership skills with the 
team as a role model—on the court and in the 
community. Piper returned the appreciation saying 
staff, students, and coaches were there for her, 
especially Coach Haggin.

“Everyone loves her. She is the coach, but she’s 
also a person you can go to—she could always tell 
if something was off,” Piper said. “She wouldn’t 
hesitate to make sure you’re okay, which is 
super cool to have as a coach—to have that 
relationship.”

While attending college, Piper received a 
Bavendick Family Scholarship for athletics. “BSC’s a 
great choice to go for generals and figuring it out,” 
Piper said. She started her academics in criminal 
justice but switched to accounting because she 
wants to travel in her future. “The scholarship 
made it a lot easier for me to take it on myself.” 
This summer Piper has been playing softball and 
was on a sand volleyball league. She has also 
been helping coach some younger basketball and 
volleyball teams. “I wouldn’t be surprised if I stick 
with it,” Piper said. “I don’t know if I would coach 
high school or college but definitely some younger 
teams for a while and see where that goes.”

Piper will continue her academic education at 
BSC, pursuing a bachelor of applied science 
degree in finance. She is currently working at an 
accounting firm and said she plans to become a 

certified public accountant. 
Unfortunately, Piper will 
not be playing sports for 
BSC this year, but it’s a 
safe bet to say she will be 

at the games, cheering 
on the team and 

her dad, who has 
returned to BSC to 

coach women’s 
basketball.

was a student-athlete at Bismarck Junior College, 
and won a national title for the team in 1964 
at 157 pounds. Notably, Roger was the first 
athlete from North Dakota to win a National 
Championship in wrestling. Roger’s remarkable 
performance also helped lead the Bismarck 
Junior College Matmen to a fifth-place finish as a 
team. Additionally, his performance earned him 
the opportunity to qualify for the Olympic Trials. 
Unfortunately, his wrestling career was cut short 
due to an injury he sustained at the Trials. Despite 
being known as a fierce competitor on the mat, 
Roger’s teammates described him as a jokester 

and a happy-go-lucky guy off the mat. This recognition is a testament to Roger’s 
skill, dedication, and sportsmanship during his time at BJC. The induction of 
Roger Keller into the Bismarck State College Hall of Fame is a well-deserved 
honor, and the college community extends its heartfelt congratulations to him 
for this achievement.

DAVE HUMMEL
will forever be remembered in the college’s history 
as he played football, basketball and baseball 
at Bismarck Junior College, now Bismarck State 
College. Dave’s athletic abilities were evident 
from his earlier days, where he competed at St. 
Mary’s Central High School. During the years 1956 
and 1957, Hummel was a part of the American 
Junior Legion Baseball State Championship 
teams, batting .643 and having a 10-0 record 
as a pitcher. Dave’s dedication and passion for 
sports led him to receive numerous Hall of Fame 
inductions, including North Dakota Softball Hall 
of Fame, North Dakota Amateur Basketball Hall 

of Fame, Mayville State Hall of Fame with the 1961 football team and the 1962 
basketball team, and St. Mary’s Central High School Hall of Fame. BSC is proud 
to welcome Dave Hummel to its Hall of Fame and recognizes his contributions 
to the world of sports. Hummel’s achievements serve as an inspiration to 
aspiring student athletes.

THE 1985 WOMEN’S 
VOLLEYBALL TEAM
had a record of 34-6, becoming the first-ever Mystic volleyball 
team to make it to nationals. This team was no stranger to 
competing everywhere they went. Their road trips included 
driving to Chicago as well as flying to Miami. At the National 
Tournament they would play three matches. They faced off 
against Charles Community College in Maryland, Penn Valley 
in Kansas, and NW Community College in Wyoming. The 1985 
Women’s Volleyball Team’s success is a testament to the hard 
work and dedication of each player and coach. Throughout the 
season, they defeated several four-year colleges, demonstrating 
their ability to compete against any opponent. Honors earned by 
the team included Charlotte Rothermel receiving All-American 
nomination, voted onto the all-region 13 team and first all-state 
team. Laura Couckuyt also earned a spot on the all-state first 
team. Laurie Zacher and Lisa Enns were both voted all-conference 
and second team all-state. Head coach Cynthia Graham won 
coach of the year for District 6. Bismarck State College is proud 
to honor the 1985 Women’s Volleyball Team for their outstanding 
achievements and contributions to the college’s athletics 
program. This induction into the Bismarck State College Hall 
of Fame is a well-deserved recognition of their extraordinary 
efforts and abilities. We congratulate the team on their 
incredible accomplishment and thank them for their continued 
representation of the college’s values of excellence, integrity and 
teamwork.
