In 1917, Alaska named its first national park Mount McKinley National Park and nearly 70 years later the park was expanded and
renamed Denali National Park. This vast land has a fascinating ecosystem and is more than a park — it is a wildlife reserve. And
perhaps its biggest claim to fame is being the home to North America’s highest peak, Denali, ascending more than 20,000 feet.
This massive park is now more than 6 million acres, an area that can be compared to the size of Massachusetts. The park is
home to nearly forty different varieties of mammals, but the most popular residents are moose, caribou, wolves, plus brown and
grizzly bears. Denali is Alaska's heartland and brings you up close to its majestic beauty and natural wonders.

IDENTIFICATION

Travel within USA

For travel completed by May 6, 2025, all airlines will ask for identification
when you check in. It is recommended that you carry a passport if you
have one. A driver's license (with a photo I.D.) is also acceptable for
domestic flights.

Effective for travel May 7, 2025 forward, the REAL ID Act standards for
identification while travelling will be in effect. This means a standard
issued driver’s license used as a form of identification will no longer be

accepted for domestic air travel within the United States. Instead, a Real ID
compliant form of identification must be presented both at the time of
booking air travel with Collette and upon checking in at the airport to
board any flight. Any fees associated with changing a reservation resulting
from a non-compliant identification will be the responsibility of the guest.
